Malgorzatas Szumowska director and prodcer. 
Born 26.03.1973 in Cracow.
She is a graduate of the Lodz Film School. She also studied History of Art at Jagiellonian University for two years. Her short film " Silence" received 18 international awards and is listed among the 15 best Lodz schools short films of all times. "Ascension" - a short feature film, was presented in the 2000 Cannes Cinefoundation section. 
She is also the author of several documentaries, often awarded at international festivals. While working on the documentaries she gaind her first experiences in production, as she was the producer of all her documentaries. 

At the age of 25 she made her first feature film "A Happy Man". It received a prize at the Thessaloniki Film Festival and was shown at several film festivals in Europe and America, including Toronto, Karlovy Vary, San Francisco, London among others. She was chosen by "Variety" as one of the 10 best films by young European directors, and "Time" described Szumowska as a "person to watch". The film was also nominated for the Discovery Award at the European Film Awards.  
In 2001 she was nominated for the NHK (Sundance Filmmakers Award) and became a member of the European Film Academy. 
Her second feature film, "Stranger" produced in Polish-German cooperation was also nominated for the European FIlm Awards. Pandora Film was the German co-producer of the movie. "Stranger" was also presented at the Sundance Festival Competition and at the Panorama Special section of Berlinale. Szumowska won an award for this movie at the Wiesbaden Festival. 
In 2005 she started to cooperate with Zentropa both as director and producer of one part of the series "Visions of Europe" entitiled "Crossroad". Her Documentary "Nothing to be scared of" won the award for the best documentary at the Era New Horizons festival. It also received the "gold grape" award at the Lagowo festival in 2007. 

In 2008 her third movie "33 scenes from life" received the Silver Leopard Award at the Locarno Festival.  It was co-produced with the German Pandora Films and Zentropa Denmark, represented by the producer Mikael Olsen. It was the first time Szumowska both produced and directed a feature film. The movie received several awards also in Poland, and had a big audience of 200.000 viewers. It was featured at the Toronto Film Festival and at many other international film festivals. In Poland it was chosen 'the best movie of 2008' by the Polish Film Academy. 
In 2009 Szumowska received the Ministry of Culture Award for artistic achievements. Since 2008 she has been collaborating with the Danish Zentropa as a director and producer. Her next feature film "Sponsoring" will be produced by the French Slot Machine together with Zentropa Poland and Zentropa Denmark. The project of the movie was presented at the 2009 Cannes L'Atelier section.
